Live as yov Like

Each pod stands in an assigned area within the room, maintaining
distance between pods. An imaginary line is created in each pod’s
area, with enough room for pupils to move from one side to the other.

One end of each line is designated ‘really like’, the other side ‘really
dislike’ and the middle ‘not sure/don’t mind’. Signs with these
words could also be stuck to the wall.

Teacher explains that they will call out a specific thing (e.g. colours)
and pupils walk to the part of their line that describes how they feel
about that thing on a scale of ‘really dislike’ to ‘really like’

Teacher emphasises that everyone’s choice should be their own and
we might have different opinions than our friends. This shows that
we are all unique.

Words to call could use different themes like sports, physical
activities, subjects, days of the week, music etc.

When pupils have positioned themselves on the line, teacher can ask
pupils to use one adjective to describe what they like/dislike about
the chosen thing.

TOP This activity could also be done outside with one long line
TIP  for the whole class.
